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Message from the Chief

February 2010

I am pleased to present the Newport Police Department’s 2009 Annual Report. I would like to
highlight a few of our many accomplishments for the year.

The Department has made an internal commitment to extend communications to the public, as well as
to improve customer service levels. Nixle was brought on line and is in frequent use. The Nixle
notifications allow the Department to advise the public and media, both local and distant, of traffic
delays, hazardous areas and news of interest.

The Department Web site has been updated and expanded, offering more in-depth information about
the Department, its members and activities. A Department member, who is well versed in web design,
has been assigned to monitor the site. It is kept updated on a weekly basis; even daily at times.

The Department’s Drug Canine program has been fully implemented and is in regular use. The K-9
team has a fully outfitted vehicle to work out of. The dog has received State of Oregon drug detection
certification as well as national certification. The K-9 team works with the School District and the
Lincoln Interagency Narcotics Team to detect illicit narcotics. Over $81,000.00 in funds from a
Federal grant and local contributions were received to fund this program.

The Community Service Officer (CSO) continues to work on nuisance abatement issues throughout
the City. The last Meth contaminated house in the City was removed this year. Other projects
completed by the CSO have caused several dilapidated structures to be removed and several large
urban campsites to be cleaned up at minimal or no expense to the citizens of Newport. Recently when
the City was not able to access an individual’s property to mitigate a flooding issue, the CSO was able
to assist by filing the appropriate paperwork through the Municipal Court to allow City workers access
on to the property.

The Department applied for and received grant monies in excess of $55,000.00 to upgrade our
evidence collection capabilities. All patrol cars are now equipped with mobile video cameras, as well
as high quality digital still cameras. This equipment ensures high quality collection of voice/video
imaging to improve case prosecution, as well as reducing liability for the City and members of the
Department.

All members of the patrol staff are now out of training and off probation. This is the first time this has
occurred in several years. Patrol is staffed with a supervisor on each shift to ensure proper
supervision, mentoring and training. As a result, citizen complaints have been drastically reduced
over the last several months. There is one patrol position that has been vacant for most of the year.
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This position is being held for Ofcr. Andrew Ashpole, who has been serving his country in Irag. We
hope to see him back this spring.

The Newport Police Department Volunteer program has continued to expand with the numbers
growing from ten members to a current strength of over twenty. Volunteerslogged over 2,866 hours
of service. This equates to over $51,000.00 in savings to the City. The volunteers represent the City at
public events, as well as providing security assistance at crime scenes, volunteering at the warming
shelter, assisting on administrative projects and providing traffic control when needed. All of these
activities help free up patrol officers and other staff for other priority duties.

The Newport Police Department supports the philosophy of community oriented policing. All officers
realize that their efforts are only effective when combined with continued community support. The
Newport Police Department members take pride in serving the citizens of Newport; its members will
remain persistent in honoring the established values, goals and services.

In 2008, Newport Police Department reached out to
the community for support in an effort to obtain a
K-9 team for drug detection work.

The Department was awarded $69,500 by the
Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant.
Additional funds were raised through many public
and private donations, including $10,000 from the
Lincoln County School District and $10,000 from
the community. These funds ensured training for
an Officer to be part of the K-9 Unit, and to
purchase a patrol vehicle specially equipped for the
canine.

In November 2008, NPD purchased a two-year old
male German Shepherd named Eyan from the
Czech Republic through Adlerhorst International.

Officer Eriksen and Eyan attended five weeks of extensive training at Adlerhorst International Police
K-9 Academy in Riverside, California. In February 2009, Eyan was certified by the State of Oregon
and became a very visible addition to the Department. He can be seen working in the field at traffic
stops, assisting the narcotics team on search warrants, and making appearances in local schools.

In October 2009, Officer Eriksen and Eyan attended an Advanced Drug Detection Enhancement
Course sponsored by the Midwest Counterdrug Training Center. Officer Eriksen was trained on
advanced canine handling techniques. At the conclusion of the course, Officer Eriksen and Eyan
participated in national certification testing. The test included searching both vehicles and buildings.
Officer Eriksen and Eyan scored 100% on the certification test, correctly identifying all concealed
narcotics. In addition to holding an Oregon Police Canine Association (OPCA) certification, Officer
Eriksen and Eyan are now certified nationally through the National Police Canine Association
(NPCA).

The K-9 Team has quickly become a valuable asset to the Police Department and the community as a
part of making Newport a safer place to live, work and play.

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The City of Newport Police Department's Records
Division is staffed by three Records Clerks and a
Records Supervisor who are responsible for
maintaining the accuracy, integrity and
confidentiality of sensitive information pertaining to
the police department. Their duties include
processing all police reports, data entry, impounded
vehicle releases, report dissemination to other
agencies, maintaining fingerprint records, freedom
of information requests, and local record checks.

The Records Division processed a total of 3,642
reports in 2009.

Support Services

The Property and Evidence Division is
responsible for receiving, cataloging, storing,
and maintaining all evidence collected during
an investigation. Evidence may include
firearms, weapons, blood samples, urine
samples, personal property, found property, and
items collected as part of an investigation. The
Property Section is also responsible for
returning property to the rightful owner at the
conclusion of an investigation or disposing of
such property in accordance with Oregon
Revised Statutes.

3,993 pieces of property and evidence were processed in 2009; 433 of those were drug related.
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Commuanity Service Officer

The Community Service Officer is responsible for the enforcement of certain regulatory ordinances
within the City of Newport, particularly in regards to attractive nuisance violations and abandoned
vehicles. The CSO attempts to resolve any incidents through voluntary compliance. He works with
members of our community to make Newport a safer and more presentable community for the citizens
and visitors to our area.

In 2009, the CSO handled approximately 450 ordinance issues. More than 100 of those issues were
resolved by the CSO communicating with the responsible person or business owner, and no further
enforcement action was necessary. 325 case reports were written. Of those incidents, approximately
10% received citations; 97% of those citations were resolved by voluntary compliance without the
need for further action on the court level.

123 abandoned vehicles were resolved by the CSO contacting the registered owner. Only 15 of those
owners did not comply, resulting in the vehicle having to be impounded.
